Late Fees ­ Second notices were sent out the second
week in December if a homeowner's assessment was not
paid. The 3rd and Final Notice will be sent out the second
week of February if the assessment is still outstanding.

Speeding Within the Biltmore Estates 
Within the City of Phoenix, there are three speed limits

that are known as absolute speed limits.  In these zones you
can be ticketed for 1 MPH over the speed limit without regard
for mitigating conditions.  These are: school zones, 25 MPH
residential zones, and 55 MPH highway zones.  All other
speed limits set by the city, are based on the reasonable flow
of traffic, identified by speed surveys.  The ABEVA speed
limit is posted 20 or 25 MPH on all streets.  Some of the rea­
sons for the 25 MPH speed limit include driver response time
and injury related to speed.  It typically takes a driver 1.6 sec­
onds to initiate braking action, AFTER they have observed a
need to stop. At 25 MPH this works out to 58 feet which
leaves about 25­30 feet, for overall distance to stop of 80

feet. Please have consideration for ABEVA residents and
pedestrians, be mindful of your driving habits and take a little
more care in daily routines; slow down, no texting and keep
your eyes on the road so we can all be a little safer. v
