Lincoln Drive and Arizona Biltmore Circle
Work is complete except for the final Punch and minor
items such as flood light modifications.

Coulter and 32nd Street
Work is complete except for the final Punch and minor
items such as flood light modifications and the addi-
tion of a couple ficus hedges.

24th Street and Biltmore Estates
Work has restarted after the delay in obtaining foun-
dation inspections and reworking walls due to actual
grades not matching Greey Pickett grades. The back
wall masonry is complete, and the low walls are in the
process of being built.
The low retaining walls require strict dimension con-
trol, as they must fit the custom Biltmore Block mod-
ules. Once the low walls and waterproofing is done,
planting will commence.
We are ALL anxious to see the green fencing removed.
The actual piers at the east end will need to be provid-
ed as a separate phase due to additional City review
processing. <
